Dates : We will be leaving Immingham on Friday 16 April at 6.30 a-m. I would therefore like all the students to arrive for 6.10 a-m to allow time to put the suitcases on the coaches and for a prompt departure scheduled for 6.30 a-m. Because of the congestion and lack of space at the front of the Academy the coaches will be on the Civic car park. The expected return time is 7.00 a-m on Tuesday 20 April at the Civic car park.

Documents : 

· Some students have started bringing me their EHIC cards. ALL cards to be with me by March 26. You can apply for the card on www.ehich.org .

· All individual passports to be with me by March 26 unless needed for a holiday abroad at Easter. Please inform me if this is to be the case. Passports are important documents and will be looked after by staff. This does not apply to students on the collective passport.
First Aid.

All students should have a small first aid kit with them as with new regulations we are unable to give anything to the students (plasters, headache tablets, throat lozenges, hay fever tablets etc.) and any medication required by the student (inhalers or any prescription required). This small first aid kit should be kept in the hand luggage and readily available at all times.

Luggage.
· One  piece of hand luggage to keep on the coach containing pack-up, drinks, first aid kit etc. A pack-up will be needed for the long journey down to Paris.
· One bag containing essentials for the trip (casual clothes, towels, wash bag, nightwear etc. Please make sure that your child has a coat it was very cold last year and that they wear comfortable shoes, we will be doing a lot of walking. So girls no high heels or fancy shoes please!
· A pillow for the return journey since we are travelling back through the night.

Pocket money
Please ensure that your child has some pocket money with them (£5 in English money for the journey down) and between £20 and £50 to spend in Paris (drinks, ice-creams, souvenirs)
